The infection preventionist (IP) can use this tool to evaluate enhanced barrier precautions (EBP) appropriateness and adherence by healthcare staff.
Consider using this tracer tool with silent observers to monitor compliance with EBP and identify any gaps in procedures or knowledge. 
The following are examples of how this tool can be useful. If personal protective equipment (PPE) is consistently unavailable outside residents’ rooms, make sure you delegate staff to restock PPE. If hand hygiene is not performed after doffing PPE, a focused education effort may help.
