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Interactive Scrub the Hub
AHRQ Safety Program for MRSA Prevention
This material should be used for education and training about how to scrub the hub of a catheter. 
Materials Needed
1. Catheter hub connected to central line catheter.
2. Glow gel
3. Blacklight
4. New alcohol swab
5. Syringe
Steps for Activity 
1. Using a cotton swab, coat the tip of the catheter hub and the sides with blacklight visible glow gel. 
2. Instruct staff to use alcohol swab to scrub the hub of the catheter. 
3. Have staff members use a blacklight to check how well they were able to clean the hub of the catheter. 
4. Observe staff aseptically attaching a syringe to the catheter hub. 
5. Provide feedback to staff on opportunities for improvement in their preparation and access of central line catheter hubs. 
6. Review the central line scrub the hub video together to remind staff of the proper technique for scrubbing the hub of a central line catheter. 
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
